“After Nature,” the inaugural exhibition of UCCA Dune, considers the new realities that Chinese
contemporary artists must face in the era now known as the Anthropocene, marked by the disappearance
of pristine wilderness and radical changes in how individuals relate to the natural world. Works by nine
artists and groups, including four new pieces commissioned for this show, explore fopics as diverse as
the legacy of Chinese naturalism, the aesthetics of East Asian philosophy, artificial environments, eco-
ethics, and bio-art. The exhibition also reflects how artists from different generations deal with “nature,”
a framework long neglected in Chinese contemporary art, while evoking the new ethical concerns born of

such engagements.

“After Nature” is presented by UCCA Dune, the newest branch of UCCA. UCCA Dune is designed by Li
Hu/Open Architecture. The building’s structure serves o complement the exhibition’s theme: its position
nestled in the sand, rejection of the “white cube” form, and blurring of inferior and exterior spaces all
challenge museum viewing habits and curatorial conventions. Its distinctive geography on the shore of
the Bohai Sea, as well as its dual functions as a community space and an art destination, offer exciting new
possibilities for the exhibition of contemporary art.

As a branch of
UCCA, China’s leading independent institution of contemporary art, it presents rotating exhibitions in
dialogue with its particular site and space.
