This exhibition grows out of the shared global
experience of life in the year 2020. As a pandemic
has brought about changes that would have been
unimaginable only a few months ago, and while
the future remains unknowable, we look to art for
guidance, solace, and joy. The works gathered
here, by 26 artists of different generations and
nationalities, are not presented as a direct response
to or illustration of any particular situation. Rather,
they channel ways of thinking about art that the
curators, members of the UCCA exhibitions team,
have recently found vital. Organized into five
interrelated sections, the exhibition is named after
an anthology by Frank O’'Hara (1926-1966), a poet
known for finding beauty in the everyday. It has
come together rapidly, against the background of
reduced mobility and heightened uncertainty that
is now felt everywhere. We offer it, as we reopen, in
a spirit of exploration and reflection, in gratitude for
the sacrifices of many, and in the hope of a better

world to come.
